ACCORDING TO KOREAN ARMY REPORTS AND PARTLY CONFIRMED BY FIELD
ADVISORS, NORTH KOREAN FORCES INVADED SOUTH KOREA AT SEVERAL POINTS
THIS MORNING. ACTION BEGAN WITH GROUND FORCES CROSSING THE 38™
PARALLEL BACKED WITH HEAVY ARTILLERY FIRE. NORTH KOREAN ADVANCEMENTS
WERE AIDED BY TANKS. IT WOULD APPEAR FROM THE NATURE OF THE ATTACK AND
MANNER IN WHICH IT WAS LAUNCHED IT CONSTITUTES AN ALL OUT OFFENSIVE
AGAINST SOUTH KOREA.
